The workshop incorporated mulƟmedia presentaƟons, including video clips and behind-the-scenes 
footage, to illustrate key concepts. Akshat Singh also demonstrated how lighƟng, camera angles, and 
sound design play crucial roles in enhancing a story’s impact.
