- organization of joint academic and scientific
activities, such as lectures, conferences, seminars,
symposia;

- academic and scientific exchange;

- students exchange at bachelor,
postgraduate levels;

- exchange of publications and other informational
materials of mutual interest.

2. Specific mechanisms for the implementation of
cooperative activities mentioned above will be set
forth in the annexes to this Agreement upon signing
by the authorized representatives of each Party. The
annexes may include such items as number and period
of students and staff exchange, budgets and sources of
financing, the responsibilities of each Party for the
activity and other items necessary for the efficient
implementation of the activity. All financial
obligations of the parties will be described in the
supplementary agreements to this Agreement.

3. The parties agree to take their best efforts to look
for suitable financial resources required for the
implementation of the above-mentioned cooperative
activities, in particular, in form of scholarships and
grants.

4. The parties undertake to keep confidential
information and to consider the confidential terms of
this Memorandum. The parties retain information on
the commercial activities of any kind received during
the execution of the Memorandum, as well as all
information sent by one party to the other party and
indicated by the sending party as confidential
information of the sending party, and not disclose,
publish or otherwise provide such information to a
third party without the prior written permission of the

sending party.

5. The interaction between the PGNIU and the
Malviya National Institute of Technology is provided
by Robert Davis Associates.

6. Any controversies arising from the execution of
this Agreement shall be settled in a friendly way, in
mutual agreement and, if necessary, by an arbitration
commission composed of representatives of both
institutions.

7. This Agreement will become valid with the date of
the last signature and remain in force for an initial
period of five (5) years. It will be extended for another
5-year period unless a party in the Agreement declares
its intention to end it.

8. Each party can terminate the Agreement giving at
least six (6) months in advance written notice of its
intention to do so. All exchanges active at the date of
declaration of withdrawal can be continued until the
regular final date of the exchange.

9. This Agreement is made in three originals in

English and in Russian languages which are
considered the binding documents.
