Thelngtituteisacentrally funded technical institute and awardsits own degree. A semester schemeisfollowed for both
undergraduate and postgraduate programs.The academic performance of astudent isgraded on aten-point scale; the
letter gradesawarded to astudent in al the courses (except audit courses) are converted into asemester and cumulative
performanceindex called the Semester Grade Point Average (SGPA) and Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA)
respectively. A system of feedback by the students about the instructor and the courseisalso in practice.
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1.4 HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

Egtablished in 1963 asajoint venture of the Government of Indiaand the Government of Rgasthan, theMaaviyaRegiona
Engineering College, Jaipur started functioning with 30 studentseachin Electrical Engg. and Mechanica Engg. Thecollege
shifted toits present campusin Jaipur in 1965. Spread over 125 hectares of [ush greenery, the campusof MNIT enthrals
and inspires. Indeed, all the states and union territories of the country are represented in the undergraduate intake of
the Institute (50% from Rgjasthan & 50% from all other states& union territoriesof India), thusmaking it aperfect
example of the celebrated axiom, ‘ unity indiversity’.

The great educationist and visionary, Prof. V. G. Garde, as its first Principal, moulded its destiny, with his
characteristic elan, into arenowned institute. The effort to maintain the high standard and committed approach
of the College to the cause of technical excellence was recognized by the Ministry for Human Resource
Development and University Grants Commission, New Delhi which granted it the status of aNational Institute
of Technology and Deemed University on June 26, 2002. It isone of the 31 NI Ts established in different states
of the country.Through an Act of Parliament, it has been granted the status of a Centre of Excellence since 15"
August 2007. Governed by the NIT Council, theinstitute hasfour statutory bodies, namely, the Board of Governors,
the Finance Committee, the Building and Works Committee and the Senate. Theinstituteisfully funded by MHRD,
the Government of India, New Delhi.

Theinstituteisunder the administrative control of aBoard of Governors. It isauthorized by the Parliament to award
itsown degree.

1.6 CAMPUS

Thecampusof thelngtituteisspread over anareaof 317 Acres. It presentsaspectacle of harmony in modern architecture,
natural beauty and pictures. The campus area has been organized into three functional sectors:

Theinstructional buildings have been so located that these arefairly near to both the hostel sand the staff quartersand
are at awalking distance from both. Thereisabranch of ICICI, SBI Bank on the premises and a post-office on the
campus. A full-fledged dispensary issupervised by ateam of Medical Officersand two compounders. TheInstitute has
also been extending thefacility of apart-time Homeopathic doctor and Ayurvedic doctor on the campus. Adequately
equipped canteen buildings, one near theinstructional zone and another near the hostel s providefacilitiesto the students
and the staff during and beyond the working hours of theinstitute.

at least one of whom shall be awoman having special knowledge or practical experience in respect of education,
engineering or scienceto be nominated by the Council, (vi) one professor and one assistant professor or alecturer of
theinstitute to be nominated by the Senate, and (vii) the Director of the Indian I nstitute of Technology in whose zone
the Institute islocated, or his nominee, not below the rank of a Professor.

Thestudentsaregiven theopportunity to administer their own affairsaffecting theco-curricular resdentia and recreationd
activitiesthrough various committees, such asthe Institute Canteen Committee, Students Aid and Welfare Committee,
Hostels and Mess Committee etc.

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2. NOTABLE ACHIEVEMENTS OF
THE INSTITUTE

TheNIRF hasranked MNIT 6 among all the NI Tsand 37" among al| engineering institutesin the country.
The Department of Management Studies and the Department of Architecture and Planning, participated for thefirst time
asindividual unitsin the NIRF rankings, and have been placed 2" and 5™ respectively among the NI Ts. For thefirst
time, MNIT Jaipur participated in International TIMES ranking and has been placed in the 600-800 rank bracket.

Currently, MNIT Jaipur has an enrolment of 3224 studentsin B. Tech., 352 in B. Arch., making atotal of
3576 studentsin UG Thereare 750 students pursuing M. Tech., 48in M.Plan, 206 inM.Sc. and 104 inM.B.A..; making
atotal of 1110 studentsin various PG programsin addition to 829 research scholars pursuing Ph.D.

Thelngtitute hastaken severd initiativesfor implementing Nationa Education Policy (NEP-2020). MNIT Jaipur
which started inthe year 1963 asMalaviya Regional Engineering College has completed 60 years of its establishment
and gloriousjourney and Celebrated Diamond Jubilee. Over past oneyear, MNIT Jai pur has organi sed countless number
of activitiesranging from starting new programs, organising seminars, workshops, conferencesto alumni meets, industry
interaction and creating new infrastructure.

A new undergraduate program of B. Tech. inArtificia Intelligence and Data Engineering has been launched
from the academic year 2023-24. It isafter more than two decadesthat the I nstitute has started any new UG program.

A uniqueinitiative of offering Ph.D. admissionto M. Tech./M.Planin Ph.D. after completion of 2" semester
of PG studies has been launched this year and students have been offered admission to Ph.D.

TheIngtitute has established two virtual centresof excellence, namely Centrefor Rural Development catering
totheneedsof rural Indiaby adapting and rejuvenating tradition technol ogy, and another the Centrefor Cyber Security
for carrying out coreresearch in predominant areasliketrust, privacy, security and resiliencein thedigital world.

An ExecutiveM.B.A. program hasbeenjointly started by Department of Management Studiesand Continuing
and Digital Education Centre (CDEC), thefirst batch with an intake of 60 will be admitted in July 2024.

Under effortsfor internationalization of Indian Education System, the Board of Governorshasin-principle
approved twin degree programsin partnership with institutesin Indiaand abroad. I nstituteis currently examining and
expanding afew of our collaborationsinto offering twin degree program under the guidelinesissued by Government
of India

Thelnstitute hassigned 17 new international and national collaborations since the previous convocation. MoUs
have been signed with universities, institutes, industries and research organi zations. To name afew, Oxford University,
UK; Collegeof New Jersey, USA; Alliance Francaise, TCS, Rajasthan Urban Infrastructure Devel opment Project, 11T
Delhi, 1T Roorkee, 1T Jodhpur, NIT Calicut, NIT Jamshedpur. More than 100 del egatesfrom Germany, UK, USA,
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Canada, Egypt, Australia, Portugal, Russiaand many other countries have visited theinstitute and interacted with the
faculty and students. Seminarson international opportunitiesfor higher studieshave been organised. Morethan 200 faculty
membersfrom Ingtitutes acrossthe country also visited for various purposes such asinvited talks, Ph.D. vivavoce exams,
curriculum devel opment workshops and other events.

Faculty membershave submitted 217 project proposalsworth INR 82.3 Crore of which 26 have been granted
financial assistance from various agencies and othersare under review. Presently, 35 DST, SERB, and NSB funded
projects are ongoing. Six departments have received atotal grant of INR 8.5 Crore under the FIST scheme of DST,
Gol. Under the Textile Mission of the government, aproject on development of ceramic and textile based hybrid polymers
with agrant of INR 3.6 Crore has been granted.

The consortiumwith MNIT Jai pur asamember has been chosen for Sophisticated Analytical and Technical
Help Institutes (SATHI) scheme of Government of India. Further, under the call for proposalsfor setting up Al based
Centrefor ExcellenceinAgriculture, Healthcare, Sustainable Citiesand under which atotal financial outlay of INR 990
Crore hasbeen made, MNIT Jai pur has submitted proposal under all three streams as consortium partner with other
premium institutesin the country.

So far the Institute has filed atotal of 124 patent applications, out of which 42 patents have already been
awarded. In the financia year 2023-24 alone, 21 patents have been filed and 8 awarded.

ISRO RAC-Swas set up at MNIT Jaipur in 2019, a meeting of the Joint Policy Management Committee
(JPMC) was held, chaired by the Dean and eminent scientist Shri Narayan Appu and attended by coordinatorsfrom
ISRO centres, Principal Investigators and Co-Pls. 9 projectsworth INR 2.3 Crore were approved, 12 projects have
been recommended for continuation. A total of 22 research projectsand 7 UG/PG students projectsworth INR 5.4
Crore have been received sinceinception. A virtual-reality |ab has been established at RA C-Sfor carrying out advanced
research relevant to Indian Space Program.

TheInstitute has been granted aunique project by the National Dam Safety Authority, Ministry of Jal Shakti,
Gol, with aninitial grant of INR Rs. 30 crore, to address the work on research, training, devel opment of Standards
and Manualsrelated to dam safety in India.

The MNIT Innovation and Incubation Centre (M11C) has so far incubated 119 start-ups, out of which 88 have
already graduated, and 31 are under incubation. 23 start-ups have received funding ranging from INR 51akh to 6 Crore.
The Centre hassigned 15 MoUswith eco-system partnerslike BITS, 11 T Bombay, FICCI, MSME etc. Thisyear four
faculty groups, comprising seven faculty members, haveinitiated the processfor registering their start-upsat MIIC.

Asingtitute’ sendeavour to offer good i nfrastructure support to our students, anew hostel, named Aravali Hostdl,
with acapacity of 600 studentswill beready by the next session. Thishostel has 72 single seated and 172 triple seated
rooms, comfortable and conduciveto learning, and dining hall with aseating of 300 at atimeispart of thishostel. The
construction of another new hostel, Chandrashekhar Hostel, with acapacity of 320 studentsisalsoinfull swing. In
addition, therenovation work of older hostelsisalso underway enhancing the appearance and functionality.

A well-planned welIness campai gn has been launched on the campusto ensure physical aswell asmental health
of our students as has been highlighted in the NEP-2020.

The Central Library of MNIT Jaipur has acquired 893 titles and 1836 volumes of titles, 698 e-books, has
renewed the subscription of e-resources, and has organi sed seminars and orientation programs.
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Under the Unnat Bharat Abhiyan, MNIT Jaipur has adopted 5 neighbouring villagesand regularly organises
career counsalling, skill development workshops, visits, plantation drives, cleanlinessdrives (Swachhta Pakhwada) with
thevillages. 45 studentsfrom Odishavisited under the Yuva Sangam Initiative.

Animpressive number of courses and workshopswere organised during the past year with alarge number
of beneficiariesbeing trained in all the departments. Some of the topicsinclude Road Safety Training Course, Finance
for Beginners, Digital Humanities, Life SkillsManagement, Indian Perspectives on Society, and Gender Sensitization,
to name a few.

Intheyear 2023-24, 426 studentswere awarded scholarshipsworth INR 2.3 Crorethrough Ministry of Social
Justice, Ministry of Tribal affairs, MoE-Gol. MNIT Jaipur alumni have also instituted scholarshipsfor talented but
financialy underprivileged students.

TheTraining and Placement Cdll actively engagesin organising training and placement for thestudents. A historic
milestone of 1040 placementswas achieved last year. 250 visiting companies selected 932 UG and 275 PG students
highest package for UG being INR 64 lakh and PG INR 48 |akh.

153 faculty members have been selected at Professor, Associate Professor and A ssistant Professor positions.
Asanew initiative MNIT has have also inducted four 'Professor of Practice'.

75 faculty members presented research papersininternational conferencesand 135 in national conferences.
Four faculty membersreceived the prestigious SERB fellowship, papers of many faculty membersreceived the best
paper award.

MNIT Jaipur started giving the Best Researcher Award in addition to the Best Teacher Awards and awards
to the supporting staff for motivating eco-systemin the Institute.

TheAlumni Awards Ceremony was held in December 2023, honoring 19 notable alumni, from young alumni
to very senior ones. The Golden Jubilee batch wasfelicitated. The 1972 batch contributed INR 18 lakh for an ambulance.
Several guest lectures by esteemed alumni were organised under the 3 initiative (Industry-Institute Interaction). An
industry-alumni meet was held in 2023 to discussinternship opportunities and Alumni-Institute connections. The 1990-
94 batch hel ped the institute come up with the much awaited indoor badminton complex.

MNIT Jaipur isnot only growing and rising, but it isalso hel ping other institutesto grow and rise. Right from
itsinception, 11T Kotawas operating from MNIT Jaipur campusas MNIT was given the responsibility of working
asitsmentor ingtitutefor 10 years. Through invaluable contributionsfrom faculty and staff, the campusof 111 T Kota
isfully functional in Kota.

There are countless other initiatives and achievementsthat indicate that all theworking unitsof theingtitute
arestriving hard to offer ahigh quality teaching learning and research environment to theingtitute. It isalso trying hard
to serve society and the nation through its contributionsranging from grassroot level needsto pursuing futuristic research
asper various National Missions.

Audit observations
on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations
(Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, ete., if any, are reported
through Inspection Reports/C&AG"s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with the auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences supporting the amounts
and disclosure in the financial statements, An audit also includes assessing the accounting
principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the
overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable
basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that:

i We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. BASISFOR PREPARATION OF ACCOUNTS

The accounts are prepared under the Historical Cost Convention unless otherwise stated and generally on the Accrua
method of accounting.

2. REVENUE RECOGNITION
21 Fees from Students, Sale of Admission Forms, and Royalty are accounted on cash basis.

2.2 Income from Land, Building and other property and Interest on Bank Fixed Deposits/ Saving Accounts are
accounted on accrual basis.

3. FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

3.1 Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition including inward freight, duties and taxes and incidental and direct
expenses related to acquisition, installation and commissioning.

3.2 Fixed assets are valued at cost less accumulated depreciation. Depreciation on fixed assets is provided on
Straight line method, at the following rates:

Depreciation is provided for the whole year on additions during the year.

Where an asset is fully depreciated, it will be carried at aresidual value of Re. 1 in the Balance Sheet and will
not be further depreciated. Thereafter, depreciation is calculated on the additions of each year separately at the
rate of depreciation applicable for that asset head.

Assets created out of Earmarked Funds and funds of Sponsored Projects, where the ownership of such assets
vestsin the Institution, are setup by credit to Capital Fund and merged with the Fixed Assets of the Institution.
Depreciation is charged at the rates applicable to the respective assets. Assets created out of Sponsored Project
funds, where the ownership is retained by the sponsors but held and used by the Institution arc separately
disclosed in the Notes on Accounts.

Assets, the individual value of each of which is Rs. 2000 or less (except Library Books) are treated as Small
Value Assets,100% depreciation is provided in respect of such assets at the time of their acquisition. However
physical accounting and control are continued by the holders of such assets.

The TEQIP branch has been merged with MNIT branch during the year, however, no depreciation is charged on
assets created out of TEQIP project fund, as no depreciation was charged on TEQIP assets as per the World
Bank Norms. As per TEQIP guidelines, Equipment replacement fund and maintenance fund were created during
the tenure of TEQIP phases.

4. Intangible Assets: Patents and copy rights, E Journals and Computer Software are grouped under Intangible Assets.

Electronic Journals (E-Journals) are separated from Library Booksin view of the limited benefit that could be
derived from the on-line access provided. E-journals are not in atangible form, but temporarily capitalized and
in view of the magnitude of expenditure and the benefit derived in terms of perpetual knowledge acquired by
the Academic and Research Staff; Depreciation is provided in respect of E-journals at a higher rate of 40% as
against depreciation of 10% provided in respect of Library Books.

Expenditure on acquisition of software has been separated from computers and peripherals, as apart from being
intangible assets, the rate of obsolescence in respect of theseisvery high. Depreciation is provided in respect of
software at ahigher rate of 40% as against depreciation of 20% provided in respect of Computers & Peripherals.

STOCKS

The expenditure incurred on estate maintenance and other stores is accounted as revenue expenditure , except that the
value of closing stocks held on 31st March is set up as inventories by reducing the corresponding Revenue Expenditure
on the basis of information received from Estate and Store section. They are valued at cost.
